As the first day of summer rapidly approaches (Monday, 06-

21-2010), group riding (team riding) becomes an important 

part of chapter gatherings and small group activities. Under-

standing how your actions not only affect you, but the other 

riders, as well, becomes very important to the ñTeam Ridingò 

concept. Therefore understanding the concepts of team riding 

will ensure all participants safety.   GWRRA has a seminar 

and manual devoted to team riding, which includes the fol-

lowing:  

 Planning a team ride, preparation before the 

 team ride begins, team riding techniques and 

 procedures, team management, being a good 

 team member, team separation, formation, solo 

 riders, entering traffic, passing traffic, lane 

 changes, stopping at a traffic light, stopping at 

 a stop sign, turning at an intersection, narrow-

 ing highway, hills, curves, change of speed,  ob-

 stacle, parked cars, entering a parking lot, be-

 ing informed, C.B. radios, transmitting, voice 

 techniques, malfunctioning C.B., courtesy, bikes 

 without C.B.ôs, and emergencies.  

 

Remember, oneôs consideration in understanding the concepts 

of team riding and being considerate of your own capabilities, 

skills, health, physical fitness, and feels will ensure you ride in 

your comfort level and enjoy your ñTeam Ridingò experience. 

(The previous information on ñTeam Ridingò was extracted 

from GWRRAôs ñTeam Riding Manual.ò)

Co-Rider Levels III & IV Requirements 
 
There has been confusion of late concerning the require-
ments for Co-Riders to attain and maintain Levels III and IV 
in the Rider Education Levels Program.   Co-Riderôs must: 
 
1.  Be a current GWRRA Member.                       
   
2.  Be enrolled and current in level II of the Rider Education 
levels program, having taken a formal approved rider 
course - a sanctioned PLP is not permitted to be used for 
this level.  Co - Riders can complete the rider course re-
quirements by taking one of the following: 
  
             a.    CRV     Co-Rider Video 
             b.    CRS     Co-Rider Seminar 
             c.     2-up     Riding Course as a Co-Rider 
 
  
3.  Maintain current CPR/First-Aid or Medic First certifica-
tion. 
  
4.  Carry a First-Aid Kit on the motorcycle. 
  
5. Submit a completed Rider Education 115115 program 
levels application form, ( N.7 or N.8), along with optional 
patch fees to an GWRRA Officer for verification.

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Fly the American Flag Proudly & Correctly  

 
You may not have flags mounted on your bike at all times, 

maybe just for special occasions or holidays like Memorial 

Day, July 4th and Veterans Day.  If you do want to show 

your pride and display the American flag on your bike, 

please follow the proper etiquette when mounting it on your 

bike.  If you are displaying only the American flag, it should 

be mounted on the back of the bike either in the center or on 

the right side.   (Right side meaning as you are looking at the 

bike from the front, mount the flag to the left of the rider.  

Conversely, when you are looking at the bike from the rear , 

the flag should be mounted on the right.)   Also note, if you 

mount another flag on the opposite (or left) side of your 

bike, it should not be higher than the American flag .
